As Artists we will be investigating and discovering
Ancient Greek art and architecture. We will be learning
about different types of Greek column and then creating
our own out of clay. We will also be making comedy and
tragedy theatre masks using Modroc, and designing,
sculpting and decorating a clay pinch pot inspired by
Ancient Greek culture.
